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A letter from Doyle Marshall, Handley High School Alumni
Member

Carol Routt Austin's nice article about growing up in Hand-
ley triggered-off many memories of growing up there during
the same years that she did. Carol--one of Handley's finest-
-was one year younger than I, and both of us went entirely
through grade school and high school in Handley during the
late Depression years and World War 11.

Handley was a simple town where folks did not have a lot,
need a lot, nor want a lot. They were just good, solid, down
to earth folks who were all struggling to endure the prob-
lems associated with the Depression and the War. Patriot-
ism and love of country were demonstrated at home,
school and church like | have never seen since, most likely
because at that time we were all aware that our freedom
was being threatened.

At first folks did not feel the threat of the war so much be-
cause it was being fought in a distant part of the world, but
when Handley began having air-raid black-out practices--as
did the rest of the country--then war became more of a real-
ity to us in Handley. Further, when word reached our town
that sons of the Lumpkins, Reynolds,and Jacks families (all
who had grown up in Handley and attended the same
church that my family attended) had been killed in action,
the horrors of war became more personal to us all.

Mrs. Claire Jacks was a teacher at Handley Elementary
School. Her only child, Jimmy, was serving in the war zone.
One day, | walked into the school and saw the other teach-
ers all together speaking quietly in the hallway with tears in
their eyes. Later, the students were sadly told that Jimmy
had been killed -in-action. Because Mrs. Jacks was known
throughout the town and had taught most of the children,
the entire Handley community suffered a great personal
loss.

War rationng made families tighten their belts and limit their
use of certain items that had "gone to war." | specifically
recall that ration stamps were issued to limit the usage of
items such as sugar, coffee, gasoline and tires. The family
of my wife, Glenda Pawley--also a Handley student from
first grade through the twelfth--lost all four wheels off their

car to thieves who obviously wanted the rationed tires. A
crime referred to as "The Black Market" was spawned
from rationing.

To prevent a food shortage resulting from the war, the
government encouraged the planting of family "Victory
Gardens," which was new to our family, since gardening
and canning had helped us get through the Depression.

One bright spot in the war for me-as a ten year-old- was
a traveling war savings bond and stamp promotion event
that stopped briefly in Handley. A long flat-bed truck was
placed sideways across Handley Drive at East Lancaster
and used for a stage. The truck was elaborately deco-
rated in red, white and blue banners, which added to the
excitement. Stairs were rolled up to the truck. After a
large crowd had gathered, sirens began to scream down
the highway and a bus load of movie stars- including Ho-
palong Cassidy- stopped at the improvised "stage." | was
standing up-front at the "stage" when "Hoppy" squatted
down and shook my hand. | felt like a "celebrity"-myself.
(I was reluctant to ever wash my hand again.)

| have many precious memories of my childhood in Hand-
ley. When | got drafted in 1952, | declared that if | ever
got home | would never leave Handley again. But twenty
years later we moved to a little farm in Aledo, where we
still live.

Thanks to Carol for stirring up these memories of Hand-
ley of long ago. Thank you Marshall for your very interest-
ing article you wrote on September 7, 2009. If | have al-
ready published this once, | thought it was

interesting enough to run it again.

GROWTH and INDUSTRY

If the trail drives had brought a boom to Fort Worth, the

railroad brought an explosion. Population growth also

brought problems. Within two years, that part of town

known as "Hell's Half-Acre" was operating full blast.

Gamblers operated openly on the sidewalks. Thugs and

robbers roamed the streets. Fort Worth quickly became

known as one of the wildest towns in Texas. Meanwhile, business grew, and the economy of the city expanded.

Conditions in "Hell's Half-Acre" became so bad, before the end of 1876, a special reform government was elected to
crack down on the illegal operations. Gambling became strictly regulated. Saloons and beer halls were forced to close
on Sundays. The city's anti-gun law was rigidly enforced . The same year, residents voted in a special election , by a
margin of 377-324, to prohibit farmers from letting their hogs root on downtown streets.

From the arrival of the railroad until near the turn of the century, Fort Worth grew steadily. Cattle shipping was the major
business. But the town also became a major shipping point for the huge cotton crop of the region. By 1880, Fort Worth
had grown to a population of 6,663. By 1900, the population had swelled to 26,688.

Although the railroad prevented the death of the cattle industry in Texas, it did not solve all the problems. Ticks were still
a major concern. Because of their long horns, only a few Texas steers could be shipped in each railroad car. This made
shipping costs extremely high. The invention of the refrigerated car in 1877 gave some relief. A few local businessmen
began slaughtering and dressing beef in Fort Worth and shipping carcasses under refrigeration. However, the small
scale of the operation made it too expensive to continue.

In 1883, businessmen banded together to form a large meat packing company. The firm lasted little more than a year. A
second attempt in 1890 also was short-lived. Fort Worth residents realized, however, that in order for their city to con-
tinue its growth, a large -scale meat packing operation was a necessity.

So, once again the people of Fort Worth banded together for a common cause.

A "pot" of $100,000 was raised and offered as a prize to any meat packing company that would locate its operations in
Fort Worth. The money incentive was needed, since many towns were seeking such businesses. In 1902, the Armor and
Swift packing companies of Chicago both agreed to build plants in Fort Worth, and the money was divided between
them.

Meat packing was Fort Worth's first big industry and remained so for years. The packing plants brought continued pros-
perity to Fort Worth. New workers came to town to man the plants; associated businesses followed. By 1910, the popula-
tion of Fort Worth had grown to 73,312. Continued in May HNA Newsletter Betty Coomer

Pineapple Heaven Trifle

1 can pineapple (in own juice)

1 sugar-free angel food cake

1 package lemon sugar-free pudding

1 small container of sugar-free cool whip

1 cup chopped nuts (Black Walnuts)

1 cup shredded coconut

1. Drain pineapple, save juice.

2. Slice angel food cake (medium-size slices) and layer
in bottom of square or rectangular dish.

5. Layer pineapple on top of pudding, keep layering,
starting with pound cake, until almost to the top of the
dish.

6. Final layer; end with layer of pound cake on top
cover with cool whip, sprinkle with coconut and
chopped nuts.

7. Refrigerate over night before serving.

Rum Ham Glaze

% stick unsalted butter (must use butter as margatine
does not work)

1/3 cup Grandmas Molasses

Y. cup (firmly packed) light brown sugar

1/2 cup dark rum (Myers Dark Rum suggested)

Zest of one med size orange

Y c freshly squeezed orange juice

2 TBLS prepared mustard

1 teaspoon freshly ground black pepper

1 7-8 pound cooked ham spiral cut

Preheat the oven to 250 degrees.

Combine all ingredients in a small non-conductive
pan. Whisk to blend well.

Bring to a fast simmer stirring well and often. Re-
move from heat and let cool. Remove ham from pack-
aging and rub dry with paper towels; butter fly ham
with your hand gently to open space between slices
and place ham in large roasting pan Pour glaze over
ham a little at a time, allowing glaze to run down be-
tween slices. Place in pre heated oven; leaving un-
covered. Baste ham every 15 to 20 minutes with
juices in bottom of roasting pan. Roast ham 1%
hours or until internal temperature reached 165 de-
grees. Remove and let rest 15 minutes before serv-
ing. Strain pan juices and pour into small gravy boat
to drizzle over slices for service.

Note: Can substitute lemon juice for orange juice and
zest. Works well.
